ʰ Timothy ʲ says, ñIt is a trustworthy statement: if any man aspires to the office of overseer, it is a fine work he 
desires to do.ò  
 

Sir, you have aspired this honorable position of bishop, pastor, elder, overseer not to be seen of men nor to bring glory to your 
own name.
